Not the Great Walk — or was it?

The Great Walk has been an important
part of my adult life from its inception in
1988 — when a flood of buoyant energy
travelled all over the South-West; before
during and after the first ‘Great Walk’. At
that time | attended two walking days and
four years later | joined a full-length event
(walking from Albany to Mt Manypeaks)
with my one-year old son in 1992. At that
time | was so exhausted by the demands
of getting up in time to make breakfast
and staying awake long enough to have
dinner while carrying Julien for each full
walk that | faled to realise that
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participants were also expected to help
with the running of the event...

Things have changed and | consider
myself an old-timer, although each walk is
new again. My son Julien has also grown
into a bit of an old hand and this became
clear on our recent trip to Cue. | had
promised him my mini-bus (7 seats) and
my driving skills for a trip with his friends
—ifhe organised it!

Imitating the Great Walk's good thinking
we devised an information sheet
(complete with disclaimer), contact list
and fee structure for the one-week trip.
We charged everyone $20 per day and
almost broke even (a ‘loss’ of about $80).
We bought almost all food beforehand
and planned a menu for each day. We
invited four other teenagers and thus had
a very full vehicle.

We re-enforced and cleary labelled all
our food boxes, which helped when
cooking — participants looked after their
personal gear and the teenagers shared
a large dome tent. We DID bring a 3-
perrson tent just in case of friction, but
never used it.

| made myself scarce in my little hiking
tent —close to the van and a little away
from the hip crowd...

Solar lights helped us navigate our
camping site at night and we basically

followed a route | had reconnoitered for

the Great Walk two years ago when we
went to Cue and Mount Magnet. These
towns are just far enough away from
Perth to have a milder winter climate (it
was quite hot during the day — and very
dry) but close enough to drive the
distance in 2 days (or even one, at a
pinch).

The area is interesting because of its
colourful gold-digging history, its diverse
eco-systems, geological beauty and
indigenous significance. | cherished the
idea to give Julien (now 16) the
opportunity to create an event with his
friends, where young people would be
(largely) in charge and also have time to
‘hang out’ with each other away from the
city, from school, computers etc

This worked well and there seemed to be
no end to the chatter and singing. Two
other teenagers (Angelique and Daniel)
had also been to Great Walks before and
this helped set a tone of mutual
helpfulness and organised work.

All I had to do is to readjust my time plan
to expect breakfast around 11 am. This
suited me, as | could then explore the
area in the cool of the morning.

We camped near the gorgeous Mt
Magnet break-aways on a site that had
been successfully ‘tested’ on our Great
Walk two years ago. Scrambling among
the rocky cliffs, exploring caves and wide-
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open spaces as well as lazing about and
marvelling at the stars at night were
highlights of the trip. We were well-
equipped with gas-stove, tarps and
cooking gear and our only regret was the
lack of surface water for swimming.
Nallan Lake - the sparkling Cue railway
dam the great Walk had happily camped
at for 5 days during the Q-fest two years
earlier - had completely dried up and thus
we only stayed in Cue for two days before
heading South to the (rainy!) coast.
Another highlight was the teenager’s
illegal entry down a disused open-cut
mine crater and their adventurous (and
exhausting) walk was rewarded with bits
of gold-speckled rock! The crew
honoured their promise to ‘clean the bus’
at the end of the trip and we celebrated a
lovely holiday with a big breakfast at
home.

Special General Meeting for

proposed changes to the constitution

Tuesday, 9" October at 4:30 pm (at the
campsite on the Mt Lesueur Walkjhe
Great Walk constitution was out of date
by about 17 years, so a subcommittee
was appointed to suggest amendments to
the constitution. The members of the

subcommittee have fluctuated a bit, but
OM to Jozna, Lorraine, Tony, Joanna,
Debbie, Joan and Alexis for their input
into these proposals.

These are just proposals...any member of
Great Walk Networking can propose or
delete changes, so please do so before
the next SEeciaI General Meeting on
Tuesday, 9" October at 4:30 pm.. The
Constitution of GWN is the Rules of
Association required by the Association
Incorporation Act and is actually a legal
document and needs to be approved by
the Department of Consumer and
Employment Protection (DOCEP). All

changes are required to be approved by
the membership at a Special General

Meeting by DOCEP and are legally
binding.

The Great Walk committee has asked me
to write about the amount of work that
has gone into these changes and to
request that no member come to the
Special General Meeting proposing major
changes to these proposals (or that we
don’'t change the constitution at all!)
unless they have commented on the
proposals on the online forum or
otherwise first. In other words, please
respect the hard work of others and
abstain from discussion aimed at making
major changes (or forcing no change at
all) at the Special General Meeting if you
have not commented on amendments
before the meeting on October 9"The
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proposed new constitution is available
online at:

The last Special General Meeting to
discuss changes to the Constitution did
meet quorum, but it was decided to refer
the discussion to another Special General
Meeting to be held at the next Walk near
Mt. Lesueur during the first two weeks of
October. We can make minor alterations
to the Rules of Association after the
Special General Meeting, but all the
major changes need to be decided then.
Summary of major changes so far:

* Membership is no longer associated
with  a subscription to Bambooroo
Magazine and "Forest Gatherings" have
been removed from the list of recognised
meetings at which major decisions canbe
made.

* Quorums for all meetings have been
raised

* The Objects of Great Walk Networking
have been expanded to focus on the
environment rather than on old growth
forests exclusively.

* Decision making procedures have been
changed from simple voting by 2/3
majority to consensus decision making
procedures with a default vote.

What Happens on Walks?

People come together in nature to walk the
land and live in community sharing
responsibilities.

We bring our own tents and cook and eat
together. The camping spots are mostly
without facilities or w ater, so toilets are dug

and w ater brought in. There is a kitchen tent,
a fire pit for cooking and w here possible a fire
to sit around at night and have fun.

Every few days, we move to the next
campsite. A group of people dismantle camp
and reassemble at the next campsite. This
group is known as the support crew and
everyone is encouraged to take part in this
activity at least once during the walk. You
pack your ow n tent up before w alking and set
it up after arriving at the next camp. The
walking distances are varied and flexible w ith
pick ups for children and those not quite so fit
and able. You only carry a daypack with your
lunch, w ater, raincoat etc. between camps. If
you do not wish to walk it is okay to hang out
in camp for the day. Food fare is a carefully
thought out vegetarian affair. Yumyum!

All Great Walk camps are drug and alcohol
free, so leave them at home, a good
opportunity to see that we can have great fun
without them.

Hygiene

Parents please prepare your children before
the walk about hygiene. They need to wash
their hands before every meal (that includes
making their lunch) in the bucket provided at
the kitchen marquee. They also need to w ash
their hand after the toilet. A bucket with tea
tree oil and w ater is located near the toilet. A
small container will be in the bucket. You
need to fill this container with w ater and then
wash your hands away from the bucket (not
in it). Please check your children for head lice
and treat if necessary.
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Everyone w ash their hands before eating and
preparing food If the toilet hand-w ashing
bucket is empty please fill it.

Do not destroy vegetation — respect nature &
leave our campsites as clean as we found
them We have front and rear shepherds to
keep us on track On the track follow the red
tags

You should also remember to sign in and out
for each days walk, and pick a buddy to keep
an eye on each other. And pay attention at
Circle. There may be important information
about the day's w alk you will need to know .
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How far do we walk?

A typical days walk is around 15km. It
depends on the terrain, the weather, the
location, etc. The walk itself may be a
loop out of camp and back. It may mean
being bussed to the start, or back from
the end. Usually there's a pickup after 2
or 3km, and another at lunchtime, about
halfway.

And how do we know where to walk?
We follow red tags placed by the Front
Shepherd. It's their job to walk ahead
and mark out the route. For safety, never
get ahead of the Front Shepherd! There's
another Shepherd who brings up the
rear. It's their job to make sure all
walkers get through and accounted for,
and collect the tags. If you leave the
track, leave your backpack in the middle
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of the way so the Rear Shepherd won't
pass you by.

Pick Ups
Pickup points are clearly identified by 3

red tags grouped together. You may spot
the bus and be able to get a ride
wherever you are, but to be guaranteed a
pickup, make sure you're at
the designated point. Because of many
factors, times may be very flexible, so
make sure you're well prepared for a wait.

And if I get lost?
Stay where you are. Do not panic. We'll
have a much better chance of finding you
if you're not wandering about. "Buddy up”,
that is, walk with a friend, and keep an
eye out for those red tags!

Bring:

Daypack, hat sunscreen, insect repellant,
lunch-box,personal plate /bowls /mug
lcutlery (ideally marked if you want to
increase your chance of finding it among
everyone else's), torch & batteries, water
bottle, sturdy shoes (with ankle support
and good soles), light clothing for hot
weather (long light pants and a shirt with
collar and sleeves to cover your arms are
ideal to protect you from sun, scrub and
insects), wam clothing (eg beanie, long
underpants), rain gear, personal camping
gear(eg. small tent, mat, sleeping bag),

clothing, toiletries, optional: binoculars for
wildlife watching, pocket knive eg. for
cubby making for older kids, musical
instruments, camera, a few plastic bags,
fly-nets for faces. Camp:

Everyone brings their private tents for
sleeping (you may organise to share).
You will pitch and take down your own
tent.

We have marquees to cover the food
preparation area, also trestle tables and
kitchen equipment, a food- and a
luggage-trailer. We also carry a water
tank with drinking water on our truck.

Price Rises

Everyone’s dreaded headline? Asyou may know,
the cost of fuel and food has been steadily rising.
The Great Walk is a non-profit organization, and
we calculate our Registration Fees accordingly.
Having reviewed the finandals from the last Walk,
we discovered we made aloss. After discussing it
at length, we've unfortunately had to increase our
prices.

Earlybird Discount
Another factor contibuting to costs has been
uncertainty around the amount of food and
transport we need. We've introduced an Eadybird
discount. If you register well before the Walk, you
enjoy a substantial discount, and we can more
accurately estimate quantities of food, and get a
good idea of how many seats we need on the bus.

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Mt Lesueur — Kambarang 2007
October 2 " to 12th

Day One: Tuesday, 2™ October

Meet at 9.00am in Fremantle at Car Park #12B on
Beach Street (behind Captain Munchies, not far
from the train station). Bus departs at 9.30am.
Travel to Nambung campsite.

The campsite isthe White Family’s property at the
western end of Wongonderrah Rd (corner of
Munbinea Rd). It borders on the northern side of
Nambung National park, home of the Pinnades.

How to find the camps ...

Look for painted metal signs w e leave out, close to camp, usually at important intersections.

These may read “Great Walk” or “GWN".
If these lead you to a long bush track, also look out for red cloth tags. These are the same ones
we use to mark our w alk routes, but sometimes w e use themto indicate the w ay into camp, too.

Nambung Camp (the nights of Tue 2", Wed 3)

Take the Great Northern Hwy north out of the metro area, through Bullsbrook.

Turn onto the Brand Hwy at Muchea, heading past Gingin and on tow ards Cataby.

Stay on the Brand Hwy, and about 23km from Cataby Rd, turn left (w est) onto Wongonderrah Rd.

Camp is on private property (the White’s) at the end of this road, about 23kmin.
(It's also on the corner of Munbinea Rd w hich runs north).

Hi Vallee Farm (the nights of Thu 4™ to Mon 8™)
Head north up the Brand Hwy.

Keep going past Wongonderrah Rd (see above). Just over 7km later you pass Bibby Rd (on the
left) — keep going. 12km past Bibby Rd, you pass through Badgingarra. You then pass Jurien Rd
(on the left) 23km from Badgingarra.

Still on the Brand Hwy, 10km from Jurien Rd, is Tootbardi Rd on the right, with signs to Hi Vallee
Farm. Turn here. The farmis about 4.3km in, on the left (north) side of the road.

Take care when turning right off the Brand Hwy. Particularly if you are being followed by a large
road train or truck. Unfortunately, there’s been a number of nasty accidents caused by truck
drivers taking the right hand indicator signal from the car as a*“clear to overtake” signal.

The farm has a very long drivew ay. Pass to the left of the homestead, and continue on and pass
to the right of a small dam. You may see other campers in that spot. Come through the gate, and
keep going tow ards the north end of the property. Stay on the track - itwill lead you straight to our
camp.

Holmes Farm (the nights of Tue 9" to Thu 11™)
Head north on the Brand Hwy.
The Coorow — Green Head Rd is just over 10km from Tootbardi Rd. Turn left (w est).

The front gate is on the left (south) side just over 15kmfromthe Brand Hwy. It's 6.5km before the
Cockleshell Gully Rd.

Follow the signs into camp.
